DRESSING STUDENTS FOR THE WEATHER - In Ontario, Environment and Climate Change Canada issues
“Extreme Cold” warnings when the temperature or wind chill is expected to reach -30°C for at least two hours. Both
the Canadian Paediatric Society and the Simcoe Muskoka District Health Unit recommend minimum temperature
limits for outdoor play. These organizations and the SCDSB recommend that children be kept indoors if the
temperature falls below -25°C, or if the wind chill is -27°C or greater. Please ensure that your child comes
prepared to be outdoors for 20 minute recesses and are dressed appropriately.

KISS N’ RIDE: Thank you for your support and patience as we continue to adjust our drop off and dismissal
procedures at our new school. Following and respecting staff direction is appreciated! For students who are eligible
for bussing, we encourage families to access this service. For walking students, we encourage them to take
advantage of the Spring weather to walk to school. Further communication about drop off and dismissal procedures
has been sent out previously, which has included an updated map. Please review these procedures carefully! Thank
you for your support in keeping our students safe! PLEASE DO NOT DROP YOUR CHILD OFF ON SIMCOE ROAD
— if you are dropping your child off, please use our Kiss N’ Ride or drop them off at a location near to the school so
they can walk the remainder of the way — Dropping them off on Simcoe Road is dangerous — By-Law officers have
informed us that they are monitoring this. We would also ask families to be mindful of their speed when driving into
our school parking lot!
